Niger, a land locked French-
speaking country of West Africa has 
had its share of political turmoil and 
unrest since its independence from 
France in 1960. Today, the country is 
in a democratic reform process. 
Strategies are being developed that 
both share the eternal truth of the 
Gospel while attempting to liberate 
the people from the malefic yoke of illiteracy and under development. Islam has 
blanketed this country with its umbrella and tribal practices combine to keep 
Niger for the most part locked in a spiral of poverty. The Church must respond in 
a way that will win favor with authorities, demonstrating our intention to bless 
and help the Niger people in their daily struggle for survival.   One of the three 
poorest countries in the world, it is imperative that the preaching of the Gospel 
be accompanied with "works" that witness the Lord’s heart especially toward 
those most forgotten in this un-reached part of the world, the women and 
children. Illiteracy and child mortality rates are amongst the highest in the 
world. Niger needs Medical mission teams to work with indigenous workers and 
people called to work in literacy training and community development programs 
both short and long-term.
